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8. APRIL, INTERNATIONAL ROMA DAY: EVERY STEP IS IMPORTANT 

 
 
On the occasion of celebrating International Roma Day on 8 April, the Ministry for Human 
Rights and Refugees of Bosnia and Herzegovina and UNHCR Representation in Bosnia and 
Herzegovina wish to remind people that Roma are still one of the most vulnerable groups in 
Bosnia and Herzegovina which face marginalisation. They face problems in the areas of 
housing, healthcare, employment, education and many Roma are still unregistered and lack 
official documents which are a prerequisite for the exercise of basic rights crucial to social 
inclusion.   
 
Two years ago, UNHCR with its free legal aid partner-association, Vasa prava BiH, and with 
the support of the Swiss Government, Principality of Liechtenstein and European Union, 
started providing free legal aid to Roma in Bosnia and Herzegovina to register in basic 
registers and obtain necessary documents and access to rights.  UNHCR has also supported 
the survey of Roma needs in Bosnia and Herzegovina conducted by the Ministry for Human 
Rights and Refugees of Bosnia and Herzegovina.  
 
Mr. Naveed Hussain, UNHCR Representative in Bosnia and Herzegovina emphasized that 
"Every effort is needed to help Roma to register in the basic register of births given it is the 
first step on the path leading to the enjoyment of all other rights." 
 
Since the future of every person belongs to the young, the Ministry for Human Rights and 
Refugees of Bosnia and Herzegovina and UNCHR shall deliver "welcome" parcels to Roma 
children registered in the basic register of births on 8 April in the municipalities covered by 
the project from UNHCR's funds. The media will be given further details before the event.

Povodom obilježavanja 8. aprila, Me�unarodnog dana Roma, Ministarstvo za ljudska prava i 
izbjeglice Bosne i Hercegovine i Predstavništvo UNHCR-a u Bosni i Hercegovini podsje�aju 
da su Romi još uvijek jedna od najugroženijih i marginalizovanih  kategorija stanovništva u 
Bosni i Hercegovini.

UNHCR je prije dvije godine sa svojim partnerom “Vaša prava BiH”, udruženjem za pružanje 
besplatne pravne pomo�i, uz podršku Vlade Švicarske, Kneževine Lihtenštajn i Evropske 
Unije, otpo�eo sa pružanjem besplatne pravne pomo�i  Romima kako bi se upisali u mati�ne 
knjige ro�enih i pribavili potrebne dokumente. UNHCR je tako�er podržao proces 
evidentiranja potreba Roma u Bosni i Hercegovini koji je realizovalo Ministarstvo za ljudska 
prava i izbjeglice Bosne i Hercegovine. 
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Gdin. Naveed Hussain, Predstavnik UNHCR-a u Bosni i Hercegovini je naglasio: "Potrebno 
je poduzeti sve napore kako bi se pomoglo Romima da se upišu u mati�nu knjigu ro�enih,  
jer je to  prvi korak na putu koji vodi ka ostvarenju  svih ostalih prava." 
 
Pošto na mladima svijet ostaje, Ministarstvo za ljudska prava i izbjeglice i  Predstavništvo  
UNHCR-a u Bosni i Hercegovini  �e romskoj djeci koja se 8. aprila upišu u mati�ne knjige 
ro�enih u op�inama obuhva�enim projektom naknadno uru�iti prigodne pakete 
"dobrodošlice" koji su obezbje�eni  sredstvima UNHCR-a u Bosni i Hercegovini, o �emu �e 
mediji biti  blagovremeno obavješteni.
